The International Snow Sculpture Champi-
onships has its Sculpting Week: Jan. 24-28,
2026, and Viewing Week: Jan. 28-Feb.3, 2026.

20-ton blocks of snow into enormous, intricate
works of art. Artists are only allowed to use

hand tools, creativity and inspiration to bring
their ideas to life. No power tools are allowed.
Teams sculpt across five days (totaling around
96 hours), resulting in a temporary outdoor art
gallery in the historic downtown.
